This dlide was remotely triggered on the Throne in the northern Bridgers. It failed on an ice crust 18-20" deep on
a southeast facing slope. It broke 200 ft. wide and ran 5-600 vertical feet. With more snow and wind in the

forecast, it will be best to keep terrain selections conservative in the Bridgers until the new snow has time to
adjust.
