This small wet slab avalanches slid during multiple days of well above freezing temperatures. Though small, it is
large enough to bury a person and would carry alot of force. Multiple days with high temperatures of 50-60 F
and overnight lows in the mid-30s to 40 F created a wet snowpack, and wet slab and wet loose avalanches dlid
naturally.
