We rode into Cabin Creek behind Sage Peak (via Taylor Fork) and found 2.5' of snow. The lower half was weak,
sugary and unsupportive. The upper half was aslab of recent snow that collapsed with moderate force (ECTP
11). Our sled'stracks easily broke through 2.5' of snow to the ground, a sign of poor snowpack structure. Photo:
