
On 01/08 my partner and I skied into Frazier basin in the northern Bridgers, we skied the love chutes east down
and overall the descent was pretty wind hammered from a downward wind. Once at the lake we took the Frazier
return route where we found much better ski conditions in the corridor and decided to lap some of the features.
We ended up triggering a small wind slab at around 8k on a NE aspect that broke about a foot deep and ran
about 25 yards. Very dense wind slabs were forming on a lot of the aspects getting out of Frazier and we opted
to not test our luck any further for the day. 
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
