Weak facets about afoot above the ground are the weakest and easiest to find in steep, rocky, avalanche starting
zones. It istricky because they do not appear to be a problem in the snowpack in meadows and other safe areas

to dig snowpits. This means we can easily get false indications of stability. We used arope to safely dig in this
location.
